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Across the world there are many policy-level discussions in recent years about how cities can
develop their own creativeness. Among all the arguments, XXX emphasizes, from a European
perspective, the role of creativeness in art and culture. He contends that the key to the successful
development of European cities during this time of industrial hollowing-out and severe fiscal
conditions is how effectively they can use their own creativeness. In particular, he argues that it
is each city’s indigenous cultural heritage and traditions that clarify its local identity, even in this
era of globalization, and that these play a vital role in promoting the city’s sustainable
development.
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
